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President takes executive actions aimed at containing COVID-19 pandemic.
President Biden on Thursday, Jan. 21 took a number of actions, including signing a
series of executive orders, aimed at addressing the COVID-19 pandemic. The
actions focus on expanding testing, administering vaccines, and advancing racial
equity, among many other areas.

These actions follow actions Biden took Wednesday on rejoining the World Health
Organization, encouraging masking, creating a White House COVID-19 Response
Team and implementing a “whole of government approach” to examining and
addressing inequities.

Many of the executive actions are part of the Administration’s National Strategy
for the COVID-19 Response and Pandemic Preparedness, which was released
Thursday. See the nearly 200-page strategy document which contains the
executive actions.

PLANNING

HHS requests hospital data on COVID-19 vaccinations. HHS on Tuesday, Jan. 12
updated its guidance to hospitals on the reporting of COVID-19-related data.
Specifically, HHS requests that hospitals report data on COVID-19 vaccine
administration to healthcare personnel and patients once per week, starting on

Wednesday, Jan. 13. Montana's Regional Hospital Preparedness Coordinators
have confirmed that the vaccine data requested will need to be reported
separately from the imMTrax Immunization Information System. These fields are
now live in EMResource.

HHS issues updated COVID-19 data reporting guidance. HHS on Nov. 9 updated
its guidance to hospitals on the reporting of COVID-19-related data. The guidance
includes two key changes stemming from the CMS’ Dec. 2 interim final rule
expanding the requirement for hospitals to report COVID-19 data. Influenza data
fields will be mandatory starting on Friday, December 18. Therapeutic data fields
are now mandatory beginning January 8.

HHS data reporting platform - Single data entry fulfills state and federal
requirements. MHA has purchased a new HHS Data Reporting Platform with
COVID-19 grant funding. This creates a single, secure data entry point to fulfill
both state and federal requirements, including state PPE resource allocation and
HHS Teletracking mandates. This single-entry system is especially critical with
CMS' rules that require such reporting as a Condition of Participation for
Medicare and Medicaid. Hospitals will face possible termination of Medicare and
Medicaid payments if unable to correct reporting deficiencies. See the complete
details on the new platform here.

As of September 8, 2020 hospitals should utilize EMResource for statewide bed
availability, PPE and Remdisivir data, as well as, all TeleTracking data points,
including HHS lab testing. Upon entering HHS data into EMResource, Juvare will
automatically upload data to TeleTracking on behalf of your facility daily. Facilities
may continue entering their own data into TeleTracking if they choose. All
laboratories conducting COVID-19 testing and reporting patient-specific results —
including hospital labs, nursing homes, and other facilities conducting testing for
COVID-19 — will be required to comply. If a laboratory does not report the
required information, CMS will impose a civil monetary penalty in the amount of
$1,000 a day for the first day, and $500 for each subsequent day.
